Must be able to safely handle and restrain animals of different sizes and temperaments.

Ability to work well and communicate effectively with the public, fellow employees and volunteers.
Ability to work efficiently under pressure and ability to prioritize tasks in a fast-paced environment.

Knowledge of:

Various breeds of dogs, cats and other domestic animals.
Various kinds of animal behavior.
Basic domestic animal care and safe, humane animal handling.

Physical demands:

Requires the ability to stand, walk, run, sit and kneel, crouch or crawl and climb different levels of height.
Perform work, which involves frequent lifting, carrying and/or pushing of 25 Ib., and occasionally lift,
push and/or move up to 75 |Ib. or more. The employee will also be required to lift and carry equipment
and disabled animals, at times for long distances.

While performing this job the employee is regularly required to use hands & fingers; handle or feel
objects, tools or controls; reach with hands and arms; and talk and listen.

Work with and restrain animals of all sizes. Handle livestock and pet animals caught in disaster situations
such as fires, floods, and earthquakes.

Dealing with possible unruly, vicious and dangerous animals and impounding the same safely and
humanely
